Medical Assistance to Newly Arrived Ukrainians
On Sunday, December 17, 2024, Trans-Atlantic Medical Relief
Foundation in partnership with Help Ukraine Center USA
organized medical consultations for newly arrived immigrants
from Ukraine for the third time at our church. Participants
were able to get necessary medications or prescriptions;
receive information about health insurance programs in New
York; and undergo medical check-ups. Our sincere thanks to
the doctors and medical professionals who participated, and
especially to our parishioner and dedicated volunteer Ulyana
Khovanets, who spearheaded the effort.

Roof Repair
The roof of our church is not new, and cracks have appeared
in the roof and adjacent masonry, allowing rain and water to
enter the building. The metal cornice of the roof also
deteriorated significantly. Under the supervision of our
Trustee Vasyl Lysetskyi, our contractor spent two weeks
repairing the roof and gutters and stabilizing the cornice.
Cracks were filled, old loose roofing material and masonry
were scraped off and cleaned, and the entire roof was covered
with new waterproof materials. Although the repairs cost
$27,500, the roof will be protected from water for years to
come.
